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Articles of Faith and Practice 

November/December 2019 

 1.  We believe in God The Eternal Father, who only is         
Supreme; Creator of the Universe; Ruler and Judge of all;    
Unchangeable and without Respect to persons. 
2.  We believe in Jesus Christ The Manifestation of God in the 
flesh, who lived, suffered and died for all mankind; whom we 
own as our Leader, Witness and Commander. 
3.  We believe in The Holy Ghost, The Spirit of Truth, The 
Comforter, which searcheth the deep things of God, brings to 
our minds things which are past, Reveals things to come, and is 
the medium by which we Receive Revelation of Jesus Christ. 
4.  We believe that men will be punished for their own sins and 
not for Adam’s transgression, and that as a consequence of The 
Atonement of Christ “all little children are alive in Christ, and 
also all they that are without The Law. For The Power of      
Redemption cometh on all they that have no law; wherefore, he 
that is not condemned, or he that is under no condemnation, 
cannot repent, and unto such, baptism availeth                         
nothing.”  (Moroni 8:22) 
5.  We believe that through The Atonement of Christ all men 
may be Saved by Obedience to The Laws and Ordinances of 
The Gospel; viz. : Faith in God and in The Lord Jesus Christ; 
Repentance and Baptism by immersion for the remission of sins; 
Laying on of Hands for: (a) Ordination, (b) Blessing of        
Children, (c) Confirmation and The Gift of the Holy Ghost 
(Acts 8:17), (d) Healing of the sick. 
6.  We believe in the literal second coming and Millennial Reign 
of Jesus Christ; in The Resurrection of the Dead, and in Eternal 
Judgment; that men will be rewarded or punished according to 
the good or evil they may have done.  
7.  We believe in The Powers and Gifts of The Everlasting   
Gospel: viz: The Word of Wisdom; The Word of Knowledge; 
The Gift of Faith; The Gift of Healing; Working of Miracles; 
Prophecy; Discerning of Spirits; Divers kinds of Tongues;   
Interpretation of Tongues. 
8.  We believe The Fruits of The Spirit to be Love, Joy, Peace, 
Long Suffering, Gentleness, Goodness, Faith, Meekness, and 
Temperance. 
9.  We believe that in The Bible is contained The Word of God; 
that The Record of the Nephites is an added Witness for Christ, 
and that these contain ‘The Fullness of The Gospel.’  
10. We believe in the principle of Continuous Revelation; that 
The Canon of Scripture is not full, that God Inspires men in 
every age and among all people, and that He speaks when, 
where, and through whom he may choose.   
11. We believe that where there are six or more regularly     
Baptized members, one of whom is an Elder, there The Church 
exists with Full Power of Church extension when acting in   
Harmony with The Law of God. 
12. We believe that a man must be Called of God by Revelation 
and Ordained by those having Authority, to enable him to 
Preach The Gospel and Administer The Ordinances thereof.  
13. We believe in the same Church Organization as existed in 
the time of Christ and His apostles. The highest office in The 
Church is that of an Apostle, of whom there are Twelve, who 
constitute Special Witnesses for Jesus Christ. They have The 
Missionary Supervision and The General Watch care of all The 
Churches. 
14. The primary function of The General Church, of which each 
Local Church is a component part, is Missionary and the    
building  up and extension of The Kingdom of God in all the 

world.            
15. We believe that Local Churches should govern their own 
affairs and that General Church officials should not dominate or 
interfere therewith. On invitation such general officers may, 
with propriety, give counsel and assistance. Local congregations 
are subject to The Articles of Faith and Practice and must be 
governed thereby. 
16. We believe The Church of Christ comprehends The True 
Brotherhood of man where each esteems his brother as himself 
and wherein The Divine Command to ‘love your neighbor as 
yourself’ is demonstrated by the prevalence of social equality. 
17. We believe that all men are Stewards under God and      
answerable to Him not only for the distribution of accumulated 
wealth, but for the manner in which such wealth is secured. The 
primary purpose of Stewardship is not the increase of Church 
revenue or the mere contribution of money by those who have to 
those who have not, but to bring men to a realization of The 
Common Fatherhood and the universal brotherhood of man in 
all the affairs and expressions of life, and to maintain such   
social adjustments that each may enjoy The Bounty and Gifts of 
God, and be free to exercise his talents and ability to enrich the 
life of all. 
18. We believe that men should labor for their own support and 
that of their dependents. Ministers of The Gospel are not      
absolved from this responsibility, but when Chosen or           
Appointed by The Church to devote their entire time to        
Missionary Work, their families are to be provided for out of 
General Church fund. The Admonition of Christ that The     
Ministry should not provide purse or scrip for their journey, but 
go Trusting in God and the people, is applicable. 
19. We believe that the temporal affairs of the General Church 
are to be administered by The General Bishopric under the   
supervision and direction of the general conferences of The 
Church. The temporal affairs of The Local Churches shall be 
Administered by local Bishops under the supervision and     
direction of the local congregations. 
20. We believe that marriage is Ordained of God, and that The 
Law of God provides for but one companion in wedlock for 
either man or woman. In case of breach of this covenant the 
innocent one may remarry. 
21. We are opposed to war. Men are not justified in taking up 
arms against their fellows except as a last resort in defense of 
their lives and to preserve their liberty. 
22. We believe in The Literal gathering of Israel, and in The 
Restoration of The Ten Lost Tribes. 
23. We believe a Temple will be Built in this generation, in  
Independence, Missouri, wherein Christ will Reveal Himself 
and Endow His Servants whom He Chooses with Power to 
Preach The Gospel in all the world to every kindred, tongue and 
people, that The Promise of God to Israel may be Fulfilled. 
24. We believe that a New Jerusalem shall be Built upon this 
land ‘unto The Remnant’ of The Seed of Joseph. (Ether 6:6-8; 
III Nephi 10:17), which city be Built, beginning at The Temple 
Lot.  
25. We believe The Ministry and Membership should abstain 
from the use of tobacco, intoxicating liquors and narcotics and 
should not affiliate with any society which administer Oaths or 
Covenants in conflict with The Law of God, or which interfere 
with their duties as freemen and citizens.

Peace 
will have place in the hearts that are honest 
and obey. For salvation only comes from 
obedience to the words of Him that shall

     Galatians 4:4, ‘But when the time had 

fully come, God sent forth His Son . . .’ 

     Christmas time - a Special Time of the 
year – all over the world. 
     It is peculiar, in a way, to see the Christ-
mas decorations in the stores in Tokyo, as 
well as in many other nations. One hundred 
fifty three Flags will wave one day over 
Christian nations. 
     Decorations are there, even though some 
are not yet Christian nations. 
     Each year, when November is over, 
much of the world gears up to or for the 
festival of Jesus' Birthday Celebration. He 
was Born the 25th of the month in the 
warm growing season climate of Palestine. 
Eight days  hence  He  was taken to The

Thus, Render to Ceaser the things that are 
Caesar’s and to God The Things which are 
God's. So this became the first day, first 
month, first year of date and time after 
Christ. We count it (B.C.) before Christ and

So each year, beginning at the start of the 
month in  which He was Born we begin 
The Celebration of His Birth.

round of Love, fun and games, it must be 
the sheer pressure of The Time of the year 
itself. Yes, that must be it. The time itself 
has its own significance. And, when The 
Time rolls around once more for us to get 
the Christmas Spirit, few of us can resist. 
That is not far wrong, actually, it is good. 
There is something very Special about 
Christmas Time, God's Time of Remem-

brance, Praise and Love. 

     There are different kinds of time. Some-
times, when one of our children come 
home after an evening out we say, ‘Did you 

have a good time?’ They may have only 
been gone for two or three hours and we 
know that those two or three hours could 
have been a good time, a bad time, or just a 
so-so time. Often, time can be a drag, and 
one has to be busy to get the time to move 
along. A factory worker on an assembly 
line may have to do that. A jogger who is 
determined to run for 30 minutes may find 
that 30 minutes is a mini-eternity. 
     Christ Time, Point of Determination has 
its own Special Quality, a Quality that 
builds up hundreds of elements get fun-
neled into The Christmas Season. 
     For some of us it is the nip in the air and 
snow  flurries.  For  others,  it is decora-
tions,  
giving of gifts, or working harder to do 
good for some family: clothing them, or 
helping. 
     There are Scenes of Christ's Nativity 
that get placed in the oddest place's where 
we stumble over them. There are The Car-
ols that trigger memories and emotions. 
There are disgusting things that crop up 
too . . . like the frantic sales that run wild of 
unwanted gifts, exchange, but we care not 
for the unpleasant subject. It is enough to 
note  how  The Time of Christmas  affects 
us all, how it works its way beneath our 

skin and finds its way into our hearts, our 
beliefs in God, The Christ and His Purpose 
of Coming about to Redeem and Ransom 
mankind. Thus Christmas is something we 

must understand what it really is, that is a 
big thing: The Time itself. It is not just The 
Festival of Jesus Birth; it is a Profound Ef-
fect on our schedules and on our Spirits, on 
everything. If Christmas was just a one day 
affair, we would not make so much prepa-
ration for it. Remember it is an entire 
month of planning and programming. 
     Many other things center around the 
thought of Christmas, it is The Celebration 
of something that happened to Time. 
     Perhaps you do not think that much 
about Time, though, it is the flow of our 

lives, the flow of history, and it just seems 
to go on and on and on. Some people have 
described the continuation of time as a cir-
cular thing so that The Flow of Time never 
ceases. We may not know or be able to ex-
plain it, but we do know that The Scriptures 
say, ‘the day comes, when TIME shall be 

no more, when Eternity breaks forth’. 

     It is the very best thing that has hap-
pened for all of us, we are living in Time. 
We are experiencing pulsating movement 
and we are propelled along with it. Time is 
the great overriding  element  in  our  com-
mon  environment. We swim through Time 
as a fish swims through water. Occasionally 
Time can be indescribably bad. Some 
Times can be very pleasant. 
      Christmas is about Time. It is The Cele-
bration of something that happened to 
Time.

     The Blessed Holy Bible is Divine and 
The Teachings of The Lord are True.
